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 Good Runner and Good FV positions The Runner is NOT on the fog line or shoulder. 

The Follow Vehicle is NOT straddling the fog line. 

Follow Vehicles merge with runners  Follow Vehicles waiting for runners at Staging Area 

Southbound traffic is held as runners approach Staging 
Area.  Northbound traffic is expedited past runners 

Runners are escorted to Staging Area ~ ( 2 miles).   
Northbound traffic remains behind runners until Staging Area. 
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The first runner is NOT on the fog line or shoulder. 
The first Follow Vehicle is NOT straddling the fog line. 

When a runner overtakes another, the overtaking FV shall remain 
behind the leading until the Lead FV informs the vehicle to the 
rear that it is safe to pass.  The rear FV shall straddle the fog line. 

The Runner and Follow Vehicle are in proper position. 
The indicated vehicles are in violation of the passing rules. 

Follow Vehicles shall straddle the fog line to permit passing in 
the drive lane.  Under NO circumstance is double passing 
permitted, Southbound traffic was forced to the Shoulder. 

Exception to “Straddle Fog Line Rule.”  For a very limited time, 
the FV may drive alongside of the runner to render aid or to ask 
about the runner’s condition.   This exception is NOT for the 
purpose of keeping company with the runner 

This is an excellent example of the proper procedures. 
When the FV’s straddle the fog line, other vehicles can pass in 
the drive lane without encroaching the opposite lane., 

Runner in proper position. 
FV’s are NOT behind the runner , straddling the fog line. 

FV is NOT behind runner straddling fog line forcing vehicles to 
pass in the opposite lane.  Cowboys hanging outside of vehicle.
